Country Unit Portfolios 

In order to gain a better understanding of the states and peoples around the world, each student will have a country portfolio to complete for each unit. Country portfolios will be posted to the padlet.com website. The directions for the portfolio are as follows:

1. At the beginning of the year, each student will be assigned a particular country. 

2. At the beginning of each unit, each student will be designated a certain number of tasks to correlate with the unit, using their assigned country. 

3. Each Portfolio should be completed and compiled within the same notebook. 

4. The student will turn in their country portfolio on each test date. 

· Students will receive 2 quiz grades for their country profile at the end of each Unit. 

· No late portfolios will be accepted. 

5. All portfolios must come complete with a list of sources used and the date the source was acquired. Failure to include this information will result in an automatic deduction of 30 points. 

Unit 2 – Population 

1. Students will use their country to discuss and describe population. 

a. Give the latest data pertaining to the following pieces of data (you can look to nationmaster.com, the US Census Bureau, or the CIA World Factbook for help) :

i. Arithmetic Density

ii. Physiological Density 

iii. Agricultural Density 

iv. CBR

v. CDR

vi. IMR

vii. Life Expectancy 

viii. GFR

ix. TFR 

x. Based on this information, write 4 sentences on the current state of your country’s population and how it relates to its current level of development.

2. Students will obtain the latest population pyramid for their country and discuss the following information. 

a. Which phase of the demographic model is your country a part of?

b. How do you know?

c. Using your population pyramid, try and predict what issues (if any) your country will be facing in the coming future in regards to population.

3. Students will use the latest immigration / emigration information pertaining to their country to discuss the following questions. 

a. What is the current immigration / emigration pattern of your country?

b. Where are people immigrating from / emigrating to?

c. Are there any current social issues in your country due to immigration / emigration?

d. Create a list of the top five countries people of your country are currently immigrating to. 

e. What are the primary causes of immigration in your country?
4. Students will create a Demographic Transition Model for their country starting in the year 1950, charting population growth for their country in increments of 10 years. Students will plot Birth Rate, the Death Rate, the Rate of Natural Increase and the Total Population. 

5. Include 1 current event from your country that ties to this unit of study, and give a brief (2 to 4 sentences) explanation of how this event ties to this unit of study.
6. Include an MLA bibliography of your sources.
