Unit 2
Migration 

Going back two generations (to your grandparents) you will create a product that tells your migration story, telling how your family came to live at your current location. You may use any format you like (video, essay, painting, infographic, collage, song, poem, etc). However, within your product you must include the following:

· Discuss the locations your family emigrated from and immigrated to, and why (including your grandparents and parents). 

· Use proper migration vocabulary (intervening obstacle, intervening opportunity, push factors, pull factors, etc) while discussing and explaining your migration story. 

· A map that shows your family’s move to various locations. 

· Those creating visual products must give a brief class presentation to explain your visual representation.

· You must also submit with your product a transcript of at least 1 interview with either one of your parents or grandparents relating one of the moves as an example of primary source data.

	Discussion of migration

	Product is mostly complete, but lack of effort is apparent. 
	Product is complete with several minor or a few major issues with information, grammar, or visual appearance.
	Product is complete, error free and visually appealing.
