Country Unit Portfolios 

In order to gain a better understanding of the states and peoples around the world, each student will have a country portfolio to complete for this unit. Country portfolios will be created on the padlet.com website and a link submitted to itslearning. All portfolios must come complete with a list of sources used and the date the source was acquired. Failure to include this information will result in an automatic deduction of 30 points. 

Unit 3 – Cultural Patterns and Processes 

1. Students will use information on their country to determine what parts make up the culture of their country:

a. Language 

1. Find the language that a majority of the people in your country speak (51%)

2. What Language Family, Branch, and Group is this language a part of?
b. Religions 

1. Find the religion that a majority of the people in your country are a part of. Discuss whether this are indigenous religions or diffused religions (brought from somewhere else)

2. Determine whether each religion is an ethnic or universalizing religion.

3. Give brief details (1 paragraph) of the particulars of this religion.

· Worship style

· Sacred Text

· Architecture  

4. Include a picture of a place of worship within your country from this religion. 

c. Ethnicity 

1. Find the top two represented ethnicities in your country and discuss their characteristics (Where do they come from, what language do they speak, what religion do they practice?)
d. What roles do women play in your country? 

1. For example, are the roles of women mostly traditional (in the home) or a bit more modern (women in politics, business, etc)?
e. Pop and Folk Culture 

1. Give two examples of something that would be considered a part of the Folk Culture in your country. Include a picture and brief description. 
2. Give two examples of something that would be considered a part of the Pop Culture in your country. (Hint, many of the pop cultures in the world are somewhat western). Include a picture and brief description.  

2. Give one example of ethnic or racial tension in your country.
3. Include 1 current event from your country that ties to this unit of study, and give a brief (2 to 4 sentences) explanation of how this event ties to this unit of study.
4. Cite all of your sources in MLA format.
