Country Unit Portfolios 

In order to gain a better understanding of the states and peoples around the world, each student will have a country portfolio to complete for each unit. Country portfolios will be posted to the padlet.com website. The directions for the portfolio are as follows:

1. At the beginning of the year, each student will be assigned a particular country. 

2. At the beginning of each unit, each student will be designated a certain number of tasks to correlate with the unit, using their assigned country. 

3. Each Portfolio should be completed and compiled within the same notebook. 

4. The student will turn in their country portfolio on each test date. 

· Students will receive 2 quiz grades for their country profile at the end of each Unit. 

· No late portfolios will be accepted. 

5. All portfolios must come complete with a list of sources used and the date the source was acquired. Failure to include this information will result in an automatic deduction of 30 points.

1.  Find a political and physical map of your country. 

· Find a political map of your country for the following dates (if your country did not exist before 1850, 1920, or 1947, find a map of the territory that would include your country and label the country or empire it is a part of). 

· Prior to 1850

· 1920

· 1947

· 2010

· Discuss the changes that have occurred to your country’s political boundaries over the time periods stated above in paragraph form. 

· On your physical map, draw the boundaries of your country. 

· Discuss whether you believe the boundaries of your country are more closely related to culture (a cultural / ethnic boundary) or physical features. Give evidence to support your decision. 
· On your political map, circle and label all the boundaries your country shares with another.

· Circle and label all physical characteristics that are used as a part of your country’s boundaries. 

· Circle and label any current boundary disputes your country is having with a neighbor. 

· Briefly discuss (1 paragraph) each of these boarder disputes. 

2. List one regional, international, and supranational organization your country is a part of. 

· Next to each organization, put the date of entry into that organization and give the primary function of this organization (political, economic, military).
3. What type of shape would you say best fits your country?

· It does not have to be exact. In fact, it can be a combination of two shapes. 

· Is your country currently facing any difficulties due to its shape?

4. Find the flag of your country and discuss the significance of its symbols. 

5. What type of government exists within your country (unitary, federal, confederal)
